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From foster mom Kathy: 
While browsing thru the 
Petfinder private classified 
ads I spotted an ad for: 
kittens to a good home. The 
ad had listed 5 kittens born to 
a stray mom on a porch. 3 
kittens had only 3 legs. I 
contacted the person about 
the kittens and offered to post them on our website. With our 
guidance, the caretaker placed the two "normal" kittens into 
wonderful homes.  Many people responded to the ad for the 3 
legged girls but a suitable home, who could afford the expected 
future vet bills, was not found. The caretaker became frantic 
when the kittens began to wander and found their way into a 
neighbors yard where a large dog lived and asked for us to take 
the kittens to a safer place. The caretaker in the meantime had 
adopted the mommy cat and had her spayed, and that point One 
by One agreed to take the 3 legged girls! 

The babies arrived at our shelter on a Friday night - they were 
adorable sweet girls. They went home to a temp foster home 
until more permanent arrangements were made for them. It was 
apparent from day one that Elfie was the talker of the group and 
VERY adventurous - she went in places you never would have 
expected a challenged kitten to go! And she demanded attention. 
The girls shared their temp quarters with 5 other kittens of the 
same age, they all got along and had great adventures together! 

From foster mom Kira: 
When I went to pick up my new foster kittens, I was supposed to 
get two rambunctious little boys.  Instead my heart was snagged 
by a teeny, tiny black kitten in the corner just mewing her little 
lungs out. She was petite, and so adorable I didn't even notice 
she was limping at first. Nearby, up next to the window, a little 
tiger kitten sat and stared with her enormous Precious Moments 
eyes, just watching the other kittens play below. These two 
sisters captured me from moment one and I just couldn't say no. 

I named the black darling Elphaba (Elfie 
for short) and her timid sister NessaRose, 
after sisters from the novel "Wicked."  
But these two were never any trouble. 
Elfie was brazen and confident and had 
the loudest mouth you could imagine. 
Nessa was more reserved but always up 

for a snuggle or some playtime with a feather -- her favorite 
activity!  My two older cats, Ollie and Emmy, were so jealous 
because these two girls DEMANDED affection. And they were 
so tiny you couldn't help but pay attention to them! 

What was most amazing about them was how easily they 
managed their disability. Elfie was like a cheetah when it was 
dinner time -- you'd just see this little flash of black whoosh past 
you. Nessa was slower but careful, very deliberate. And if she 
got tired of trying to follow you around she'd just plop down, 
stretch out, and demand a belly rub! 

It was so hard for me to give these two girls up when I moved.  I 
have no doubt that I would have eventually ended up adopting 
them, if my situation was different. I know they've found a place 
where they will be loved and coddled! 

From foster mom Kim: 
Kathy handed Flutter over to me, and 
her two sisters went to another foster 
home. It was apparent from the 
moment I met Flutter that she had no 
idea she was special or different. I 
had other foster kittens of similar age at the time, and she was 
the first of the group to attempt climbing the steps. Once she 
discovered the fun of racing up and down the stairs, there was no 
keeping up with her. She was able to do anything any other cat 
could do, except jump. I tell her that her "back spring is broken" 
and gladly lift her up to whatever surface she was trying to get to 
(which usually was the bed). She uses her claws more than any 
other cat, but is tremendously polite about it. Her claws are how 
she gets onto the couch, bed, and her feeding table. She refused 
to have a special bowl set on the floor just for her. She was 
determined to eat with the others on the table. So she figured out 
a route of small climbs to eat with the other cats. I swear I 
wouldn't be surprised to find her walking across the ceiling 
someday!  

Then the day came where Flutter's 
sisters needed a new foster home. I 
could not ignore their plight and 
excitedly made room for them in my 
home. Flutter was not too thrilled to 
have these newcomers in "her" home 
but they were soon sharing secrets and making mischief 
together. It was amazing what three little 3-leggers could get 
into! They definitely were an inspiration to watch. They were 
sweet, loving, playful... just absolute joys to have around the 
house.  

Both Nessa Rose and Elfie have a new home. Nessa Rose is now 
called Rosie, and Elfie is now known as Pixie. I can't impress on 
anyone just how perfect the name Pixie is for the little black girl! 
She definitely is an imp.... personality plus in a dainty body. 
Flutter still has not been adopted because her little leg is on the 
borderline of needing surgery. I notice as she grows, the bone 
seems to be growing and pressing on the scar tissue at the end of 
her leg; she seems to be scraping it open more often. It seems 
that her stump will need to be completely amputated so that she 
can be more comfortable, and not worry about causing any 
serious infection from a cut on her leg. I doubt the surgery would 
change her personality at all. In fact, it can only enhance her 
quality of life and help her become even more independent than 
she already is. You see, Flutter is very independent. Except 
when she needs some assistance. Then she meows a little 

squeaky meow and 
waits not-so-patiently 
for you to do her 
bidding. She doesn't 
have time for 
cuddling in your 
arms, but if you sit 
back and let her 
alone, she'll come to 
you on her own and 
demand loving. 

Ending note: Through your support, One By One was able to 
help these three special ladies. Without you, who knows what 
would have happened to NessaRose, Flutter & Elfie!   Thank 
you so very much!
